Aug. 22 — British Gen. Howe lands 22,000
troops at Gravesend Bay.
‘Washington (GW), whose force
totals at most 11,000, tours Long
Island defenses, puts Putnam in
command there, & orders him
to defend Gowanus Heights.
During the night, a 10,000-man
British turning column reaches
Jamaica Pass.
Battle of Long Island: While
Putnam’s right & center are
threatened, the turning column
crushes his left flank. Americans
retreat to Brooklyn Heights.
During the night & early
morning, thanks to an obscuring
nor’easter, American forces
escape to Manhattan.
Submersible Turtle unsuccessfully
attacks HMS Eagle.
At a council of war, American
%enerals vote to evacuate New
ork City against GW’s wishes.
Battle of Kip’s Bay: After naval
bombardment, Howe lands 4,000
troops. Militia defenders flee.
Americans retreat north. GW rallies
his forces on Harlem Heights.
Battle of Harlem Heights: GW
gains minor victory by counter-
attacking, forcing the British
to retreat.
